LONDON (RNS)-Leaders of the Anglican Communion announced they
would not discipline the Episcopal Church for its approval of an openly gay
bishop, but they warned that Episcopal policies on homosexuality threaten
to “tear the fabric of our communion at its deepest level.”

A two-day emergency summit of Anglican leaders produced a warning that
the future of the Anglican Communion “will be put in jeopardy” if Gene
Robinson is installed as the next bishop of New Hampshire. The service
was set for Nov. 2.

The Episcopal Church is the U.S. branch of the 77-million-member Anglican
Communion, which is led by the archbishop of Canterbury, Rowan
Williams.
